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Steps 3 - Remove the Template

® Carefully remove the Paper Installation
Template from the wall.

® Store the template somewhere safe for future use.

Step 4 - Insert Wall Anchors

® Use a 7/32"drill bit to create a pilot hole.
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® Use a push pin to mark these spots. 7/32" @‘E%( —

® Remove the push pin.



Step 5 - Mount Wall Brackets

® Find the center hole on the Wall Mount
Bracket (Part B) and place it over the top
anchor, with the holes toward the bottom
of the bracket.

® Use a screwdriver to insert a screw through
the Wall Mount Bracket and into the anchor.

® Repeat these steps for the bottom bracket.

® Note: Do not screw the screw all the way
into the anchor. There should be a small @
gap between the Wall Mount Bracket and v
the head of the screw.

Step 9 - Insert Remaining Anchors

® Usea 7/32"drill bit to create pilot holes.

® |[nsert a Self-Drilling Drywall Anchor (Part C)
into each mark using a screwdriver.

® Turn clockwise until the head of the
anchor is flush with the wall.

® Rotate the Wall Mount Bracket back to level.

® Insert screws through the Wall Mount Bracket
and into the anchors.

® Turn the screws clockwise to tighten.

Step 12 - Tighten Center Screws

Step 13 - Place Board on the Brackets

@ Lift your InvisaMount Glass Dry-Erase Board s

® Once lined up, slide the glass board down g lo
until the attached mounting clips slide into
place behind the Wall Mount Brackets.

® Note: Clips should slide in at the same time
for both the top and bottom Wall Mount g
Brackets.

Step 14 - Attach Accessory Tray

® Starting at an angle, press the Accessories Tray

up along the bottom of the glass whiteboard.
® The glass should fit between the gap in the
back channel of the tray.
® Push the tray up until the bottom of the back
channel is fully against the glass.
