Operating Instructions




Safety Messages

« Do not grab or slide your fingers, hands, or other
body parts on the knife assembly.

« Keep hands, long hair, neckties, necklaces and
other loose articles away from rollers.

« Do not place this product on an unstable stand,
cart, or surface. The product may fall and hurt you.
If you use a cart, move the product and cart carefully.
Quick stops, rough or uneven surfaces, and exces-
sive force may cause the product and cart io over-
turn and hurt you.

« Do not insert objects or spill liquids into the prod-
uct. They may contact dangerous voltage or short
out components that may result in fire or electric shock.

« Only connect this product to the electrical supply
shown in the machine specification section of this
operating instruction and the serial/rating label.

« For pluggable equipment, the socket outlet shall
be installed near the equipment and shall be easily
accessible.

Connect the plug only to a matching recep-
tacle. If you do not have such a receptacle, contact
a qualified electrician to have one installed.

— If the product does not operate normally when
following the operating instructions.



Instructions

To bind with Color Coil using
the CI 12: '

1. Plug machine into 115V AC.

2. Turn power switch ON. (“I” position)

3. Start coil by hand into the first 3 holes in the
book.

4. Apply pressure with thumbs on top of document.

5. Position started coil in book against rollers.
(See figure 1)

6. Position book with inserted coil on top shelf
with coil into knives. (See figure 3)

7. Depress handle to cut and crimp ends.

Small Roller Adjustment

Adjust the small roller by pulling out on the pull
knobs (See figure 2).

The location of the roller depends upon the inside
diameter of the coil.

Adjust as follows:

1. If you are using a coil size from 5mm to 13mm
adjust the small roller to its highest position.

2. If you are using a coil size from 14mm to 22mm
adjust the small roller to its center position.

3. If you are using a coil size 25mm and larger
adjust the small roller to its lowest position.

Cl 12 Knife Selection

The Cl 12 comes with the small knife assembly
and the standard knife asembly. The small knife
assembly is to be used for coil [.D.’s from 5mm to
8mm.

The standard knife assembly is to be used for coil
I.D.’s 10 mm and above.
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Cl 12 Knife Adjusiments

With the book against the side guide, loosen the
knobs to adjust the right and left knife assemblies
{(A) so that the slot in the knives lines up with coil
in the first and last holes of book. Tighten the
knobs after positioning.

Using a 3/16" allen wrench adjust the rear screw
(B) so that the slide is not hitting the clamping arm
or the extension spring. (factory adjusted)

Using a 3/16" allen wrench adjust the front screw
(C) to give the handle slight tension. (factory
adjusted)

Using a 1/16" allen wrench, adjust the knife with
set screws (D) so that the clamping arm (E) pinch-
es the coil with the knife blade approximately 1/32"
away from the coil. (factory adjusteqd)

Using a 3/16" allen wrench adjust the knife assem-
bly height (F) so that the tuck portion of the knife is
at the center of the coil.

Troubleshooting:

In the case that either the left and/or-the right
crimper does not cut, please note these minor
adjustments:

Note: Body of knife should always be below
table top level.
