1. Components found on the left side of the keyboard include:
Channel Selection/OFF switch.
USB-C charging port.
2.4GHz USB receiver.

2. Connect Keyboard Using 2.4GHz USB Receiver.
a. Slide the channel selection switch right to select USB receiver connection.
b. Remove the USB receiver stored on the side of the keyboard.
Plug the receiver into a USB‑A port on your computer.
c Indicator light: Blue light briefly flashes when connecting.
Working range: up to 10 meters (33 feet).



3. Connect Keyboard Using Bluetooth.
a. Slide the channel selector switch left to select Bluetooth connection. 
b. Enter pairing mode:
Press and hold the Fn and Scroll Lock keys for 3 seconds.
The blue LED will flash. 
Connection completes within about 2 minutes.
c. The LED will be solid blue once connected.
On your computer, open Bluetooth settings and select the keyboard from the device list.
Range: up to 10 meters (33 feet).



4. Keyboard Indicator Lights.
Caps Lock denoted by capital A – Lights when Caps Lock is active.
Num Lock denoted by a number one – Lights when number pad is active.
Scroll Lock / Low Battery Indicator denoted by the down arrow and battery icon – Lights when Scroll Lock is on and flashes to indicate low battery.



5. Low Battery Indicator.
A red light above the Battery Indicator indicates low battery (less than 10% battery remaining or less than 8 hours remaining).
To charge, use the included charging cable.
a. Plug the USB-C end into the USB-C port on the side of the keyboard.
b. Plug the USB-A end into any available USB-A port on your device.
c. An orange light on the Battery Indicator indicates that the keyboard is charging.
Note: Requires a minimum of 5V/0.3A (1.5W) of USB power to properly charge the keyboard.

7. Function Lock.

Press and hold Fn + Esc.
Hold for 3 seconds.
The blue indicator lights will flash to confirm Fn Lock is enabled.
b. Turn Fn Lock OFF.
Press and hold Fn+ Esc.
The indicator lights will flash three times to confirm Fn Lock is disabled.

8. The Microsoft Copilot key is located directly below the Shift key. It is labeled with the Copilot icon and will launch Microsoft Copilot.
