•	 {DDC0EED2-ADBE-40B6-A217-EDE16A79A0DE} (Default).
•	 If there are any other Credential Providers present, please delete them.

•	 .Net Framework version: Must be the v4.7.2 or later.
•	 Windows update: There should be no pending update prompt above the Windows shutdown key icon. If 

the environment check is satisfied, the installation can proceed.
