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1. Power On/Off.
The power button is located on the bottom of the keyboard.
Slide the power button to the "on" position to turn the keyboard on.

2. Pairing Button.
Use the pairing button key to toggle between your 2.4GHz, BT1, and BT2 connections. 
The pairing button is represented by a key with multiple devices icons.
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3. Connecting Devices.
To pair using the 2.4GHz receiver, press the Pairing Button until the Bluetooth indicator light flashes green, remove 
the receiver from the bottom of the keyboard, insert the receiver into a USB-A port on your device. The device is 
paired when the indicator light on the keyboard is steady green. The 2.4GHz USB receiver will provide a reliable 
connection up to 10m away.
To pair using Bluetooth, press the Pairing Button until the Bluetooth indicator light on the keyboard flashes blue 
for BT1 or white for BT2. Press the Pairing Button for 3 second to enter pairing mode. The Bluetooth indicator 
light will remain steady blue for BT1 or steady white for BT2. The Bluetooth connections will provide a reliable 
connection up to 10m away.
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4. Low Battery Indicator.

a. Plug the USB-C end into the USB-C port on the top edge of the keyboard.

A red light on the Battery Indicator indicates low battery (less than 10% battery remaining or less than 8 hours remaining).
To charge, use the included charging cable.

b. Plug the USB-A end into any available USB-A port on your device.
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c. An orange light on the Battery Indicator indicates that the keyboard is charging.

Note: Requires a minimum of 5V/270mA (2.SW) of USB power to properly charge the keyboard.
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5. Video Conferencing Buttons.
Use the button with the phone icon to end a call.
Use the button with the video icon to turn your camera off or on.
Use the button with the screencast icon to share or stop sharing content.
Use rhe button with the microphone icon to turn mute on or off.

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6. Switching Operating Systems.
Press Fn and P for Windows.
Press Fn and O for macOS.
The keyboard indicator lights will flash 3 times when switching.
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7. Productivity Buttons.
For Windows, the Calculator, Search, Show Desktop, and Screen Shot buttons are preprogrammed.
For macOS, the Search, Show Desktop, and Screen Shot buttons are preprogrammed. The Calculator icon requires Kensington Konnect.
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Function Buttons.
Fn + F1 will Decrease Screen Brightness.
Fn + F2 will Increase Screen Brightness.
Fn + F3 opens Task View for Windows or opens Mission Control for macOS.
Fn + F4 initiates Screen Lock.
Fn + F5 opens the Media Player for Windows. macOS does not support.
Fn + F6 opens the emoji keyboard.
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Fn + F7 will Mute Speaker.
Fn + F8 will Decrease Volume.
Fn + F9 will Increase Volume.
Fn + F10 initiates Back function.
Fn + F11 initiates Play/Pause function.
Fn + F12 initiates Forward function.
