Step 1 – Connect the Headset.
a. USB-C Connection.
Headset connects directly to a laptop using the integrated USB‑C connector.
b. USB-A Connection.
Headset connects to a laptop using the included USB‑A adapter attached to the USB‑C cable.



Step 2 – Prepare the Headset.
Rotate the earcups outward until they are in the correct wearing position. 

Step 3 – Adjust for Fit.
Place the headset over your head.
Adjust the headband up or down so it fits comfortably.

a. Mute the Microphone.
Rotate the boom microphone upward to the vertical position to mute.
b. Unmute the Microphone.
Rotate the boom microphone downward toward your mouth to unmute.



Step 4 – In-Line Control Overview.
The headset inline controller includes:
Multi‑functional button at the top for call and media control, identified by a phone icon.
Volume up button to increase audio level, indicated by a plus symbol.
Volume down button to decrease audio level, indicated by a minus symbol.
Copilot button at the bottom for quick access to Microsoft Copilot, identified by a three‑dot icon.

5. Call and Media Controls.
All functions are operated using the multi‑functional button identified by a phone icon.

Music Playback Mode:
Press once: Play audio.
Press once while playing: Pause audio.
Press twice: Skip to next track.
Press three times: Return to previous track.

Incoming Call:
Press once: Answer call.
Press and hold for 2 seconds: Reject call.

During a Call: Press once: End call.

Standby Mode:
Press and hold for 2 seconds: Activate voice assistant (Siri or Google Assistant).



Step 6 – Copilot Button Functions. NOTE:  *This multi-function button on in-line control has been designed for 
Copilot integration.
All actions are performed using the Copilot button identified by a three‑dot icon.

In Call:
Press and hold for 1 second: Turn Side Tone on or off. Side Tone is enabled by default.

Standby Mode:
Press and hold for 2 seconds: Open Copilot on a Windows PC with Copilot app available.
Press twice: Enable voice input.
Press three times: Enter (submit a prompt).
