1. Select Connection Method.
The Connection Switch is located on the top edge of the keyboard. Slide the switch left for Bluetooth or slide right for 2.4GHz receiver.

2. Connecting Via 2.4GHz Receiver.
a. Slide the Pairing Button to the 2.4GHz receiver position marked with the dongle icon. 
b. Insert the receiver into a USB-A port on your device. 
c. The device is paired when the indicator light next to the "A" icon at the top right of the keyboard turns steady blue. 
The 2.4GHz receiver provides a reliable connection up to 10 meters away.



3. Connecting Via Bluetooth.
a. Slide the Connection Switch to the Bluetooth position marked with the Bluetooth icon.
b. Press the Pairing key on your keyboard to switch between Bluetooth 1, Bluetooth 2, and Bluetooth 3.
The Pairing key is located to the right of the F12 key.
The Bluetooth indicator lights are located around the letter “A”icon at the top right of the keyboard.
• Bluetooth 1: The blue light to the left of the “A” icon is on. (The 2nd light is on)
• Bluetooth 2: The blue light to the left of the “A” icon and the “A” light are on.  (The 2nd and 3rd lights are on) 
• Bluetooth 3: The blue light to the left of the “A,” icon the “A” icon light, and the blue light to the right of the “A” are on. (The 2nd, 3rd and 4th lights are on) 



c. To enter pairing mode, hold the Pairing key for 3 seconds.
d. You will have 30 seconds to complete the pairing process.
e. Hold the Pairing key for 5 seconds to switch between Bluetooth 1, Bluetooth 2, and Bluetooth 3.
f. Bluetooth connections provide reliable connectivity up to 10 meters away.



4. LED Indicators (left to right)
The first LED the Battery icon at the top right of the keyboard lights up when the keyboard is charging.
The second LED at the top right of the keyboard lights up when Num Lock is turned on.
The third LED at the top right of the keyboard lights up when Caps Lock is turned on.
The fourth LED at the top right of the keyboard lights up when Scroll Lock is turned on.



5. Low Battery Indicator.
A red light next to the Battery Indicator indicates low battery (less than 10% battery remaining or less than 8 hours remaining).
To charge, use the included charging cable.
a. Plug the USB-C end into the USB-C port on the top edge of the keyboard.
b. Plug the USB-A end into any available USB-A port on your device.



c. An orange light on the Battery Indicator indicates that the keyboard is charging.
Note: Requires a minimum of 5V/0.3A (1.5W) of USB power to properly charge the keyboard.
The light will turn green when the keyboard is 100% charged.



6. Special Keys.
Use the key with the calculator icon to open the calculator.
Use the key with the camera icon to take a screen shot.



7. Disable Function Lock.
Locate the Fn key and the Esc key on the keyboard.
Press and hold Fn + Esc at the same time.
Continue holding both keys for 3 seconds.
Release the keys when the blue indicator lights around the letter “A” turn on briefly.
Unlocked Function Buttons.
F1 will Decrease Screen Brightness.
F2 will Increase Screen Brightness.
F3 shows all active tasks.



F4 initiates Screen Lock.
F5 opens the Media Player.
F6 will Mute Speaker.
F7 will Decrease Volume.
F8 will Increase Volume.
F9 opens Emoji Keyboard.
F10 initiates Back function.
F11 initiates Play/Pause function.
F12 initiates Forward function.



8. Enable Function Lock.
Locate the Fn key and the Esc key on the keyboard.
Press and hold Fn and Esc at the same time.
Continue holding both keys until the keyboard mode changes.
Watch for the blue indicator lights around the letter “A” to flash three times.
Release the keys after the lights flash.
Function Lock is now on.
The top row of keys functions as F1 through F12 by default.

9. The Microsoft Copilot key is located directly below the Shift key. It is labeled with the Copilot icon.
