Step 1. Connect the Webcam.
Option A. Direct USB Connection.
Plug the USB‑A connector directly into an available USB port on your computer.
Option B. USB‑C Connection.
If your computer has USB‑C ports only, connect the USB‑A plug to the included USB‑C adapter, then plug the adapter into your USB‑C port.

Step 2. Know Your Webcam.
The diagram identifies the key parts of the webcam:
a. LED Indicator.
b. Lens.
c. Privacy Cover.
d. Microphones.
e. Universal Mounting Clip.





d. Final Positioning.
Adjust the tilt of the webcam so the lens faces you directly.
Confirm the webcam is centered at the top of your display for the best viewing angle.
The webcam should now be securely mounted and ready to use.

Step 3. Mount the Webcam.
a. Open the Mounting Clip.
Gently rotate the adjustable mounting arm downward to open the universal clip.
b. Position on Your Monitor.
Place the webcam on the top edge of your laptop screen or external monitor.
Slide the front lip of the clip over the front edge of the screen.
c. Secure the Clip.
Rotate the back arm inward until the clip rests firmly against the back of the screen.
Ensure the webcam sits level and stable.



Step 4. Privacy Cover and LED Indicator.
a. Open the Privacy Cover.
Slide the privacy cover to the right to uncover the lens when you are ready to use the camera.
b. Check the LED Indicator.
When the webcam is active, the LED indicator will illuminate blue to show that the camera is on.
If the LED is off, the camera is not actively streaming video.

Step 5. Adjust Camera Angle.
A. Adjust Side-to-Side Position.
Gently rotate the webcam left or right to center yourself in the frame.
B. Adjust Up and Down Tilt.
Tilt the webcam up or down to achieve the best viewing angle.
Make small adjustments until your face is centered and clearly visible on screen.

Step 6. Mute the Microphone.
Press the microphone button on the front of the webcam to mute or unmute audio.
When muted, the LED indicator will illuminate red to show the microphone is off.
When the red light is off, the microphone is active.
